· Be at least 22 years old.
· Commit to spending a minimum of 6 months working at Amani.
· Have specific skills and interests correlating to those listed in the volunteer position descriptions.
· Work a minimum of 6 hours per day, 5 days per week and occasionally on weekends as part of a scheduled rotation at Amani.
· Commit to actively learning to speak Swahili.
· Be willing to work and live independently. 

· Provide your own living and travel expenses, including entry visa fee ($50/$100 US, depending on your country) and residence permit application fee ($500 US).

· Actively raise funds for and awareness of the Amani children before arriving.  In addition, as a long-term volunteer you will gain unique insight into Amani and perspective on children’s lives and will be asked to continue making an impact by raising funds for the Amani children even after returning home.
· Attend weekly staff and department meetings and scheduled meetings with the Volunteer Coordinator.
· Love children!
